Skillsbuild

Skillsbuild is a hybrid Web/CD-ROM system. The initial teaching materials are skills based exercises closely modelled on the Basic Skills Curriculum and are provided on CD-ROM. Further materials could in principle be obtained from the Web, though initially the main function of the Web side of the system is to provide on-line management. Tutors assign learners specific work packages of learning modules, the first of which will usually be an initial assessment. When learners connect to the system their Infopack is downloaded from the central system and they see their Action List on the screen.

 On completion of assessments or learning exercises the results are up-loaded to the central Skillsbuild database. A skills profile is made available on-line for learners and tutors - an expert system based report writer can produce more meaningful feedback for both tutors and learners. On the basis of these results tutors can then modify the learners' Action List.

The learning modules are made up of learning objects organised in three categories:

· Top row – Find out more - these show, explain and describe;

· Middle row – Try them out – these give learners a chance to practice;

· Bottom row – Check your skills – these give learners a chance to test themselves.

There are also a number of more extended pieces of work - called integrated tasks - in which the learners have to listen to instructions, make notes, use the WWW to access information and produce a report.

If you are leaving a phone number for someone, itis a good idea to give him or her the dialing code. Find the dialling code for
Endale. Click the Yellow Pages to find the correct dialling code. When you have found it, key it into your workbook. Put it in front of
the phone number. Delete the name Endale if you keyed that in before.

Tutors can track the learners’ progress on the system, and can send email messages both 

to individual learners and to whole classes.

The system includes an authoring system which allows tutors to create new learning modules, to modify existing ones, and to use the learning objects in other combinations to create new learning modules
