Written Report

Focus of enquiry

Clear, and relevant choice of focus. Appropriately linked to BT's professional knowledge required for teaching.  The content of the report fully addresses the original question or hypothesis.

Use of relevant literature

Good evidence of basic literature search and school-focused reading. Competent and critical use of sources and pertinent and well-placed quotations and references. 

Quality of enquiry

Valid secondary research methods and sources, possibly enhanced by some relevant primary research are appropriately employed.  Competent matching of method to topic.  A good range of in formation collected and clearly presented, demonstrating competence in a broad range of ICT. The significance of a variety of findings is competently discussed. 
Use of ideas, depth of knowledge & understanding

The work demonstrates a thorough understanding of basic concepts, theory and practice in the field.  Explanations are well supported by research and reading.  Clear personal conclusions, appropriate to this stage of Assignment 2, are cogently expressed.
Structure, production and presentation

The work has a strong, clear structure which describes the development of the enquiry, its outcomes and the conclusions drawn. Sections included follow a logical sequence. The work is very well laid out, is word-processed and demonstrates competent use of ICT in its production.  The language used is expressive, correct and appropriate to the genre.  All required academic conventions are adhered to.



Poorly focused and lacking in clarity of aim.  Has little or no relevance to the school or the BT’s professional development or to the broader context of education.  The content fails to address the original question or hypothesis.

Little evidence of engagement with relevant literature in the field.  Few, or no, references to sources consulted.  Poor and/or inappropriate quotations and

Language, punctuation and style are incorrect or inappropriate to the genre, and academic conventions are not adhered to.

Good evidence of extensive and up-to-date literature search and in-depth reading in the broad field and in the specific area under investigation. Competent and critical use of sources and pertinent and well-placed quotations and references. 

Quality of research

Valid secondary research methods and sources employed, enhanced by some relevant primary research.  Explicit and competent matching of method to topic.  Appropriate and comprehensive range of data collected and clearly presented, using a range of ICT.

Research outcomes and implications

The research and its methodology are thoroughly analysed and evaluated and the significance of a variety of findings is competently discussed.  Clear links are made between research outcomes, broad reading, theory and practice.  Reasonable implications, linked to possibilities for further research, are drawn.  
Use of ideas and strength of argument

The work demonstrates a thorough understanding of basic and more detailed concepts, theory and practice in the field.  Arguments are logically developed, and well supported by in-depth research and reading.  Clear personal and generalised conclusions, appropriate to this stage of the research, are cogently expressed.
Structure, production and presentation
