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Output 8 red light

Output 7 Amber light

Output 6 Green light

Output 5 Buzzer

Output 3 and 1 are motor controls

Input 8 Proximity Sensor

This procedure is on an infinite loop.

Repeat forever

This section tells the system to check whether the car is in proximity to the sensor, if not the car starts. The Traffic lights are set to red.

wait until input 8 is on 

switch on 1

switch on 3

switch on 8

When the car comes within sensor range the engine automatically stops and a buzzer sounds, this is for passers by to know to hurry up. A time delay of three units is activated, at the end of this the red/amber combination is triggered. A further three unit delay and the lights turn green. The car automatically starts and drives off.

wait until input 8 is off

switch off 1

switch off 3

switch on 5

wait 3

switch off 5

switch on 7

wait 3

switch off all

switch on 6

switch on 1

switch on 3

After a delay of three seconds for the car to drive off, the lights cycle through amber back to red, where it stays until the procedure is activated again.

wait 3

switch off 6

switch on 7

wait 3

switch off 7

switch on 8

The last part of the code just tells the car to stop.

wait 3

switch off 3

switch off 1
