Teaching use of DB externally
Aid use of data retrieval for daily use
Enables use in other software in other contexts
Teaches concepts related to DBs
Increase capability of student

Info Wk shop
Teaches basics  in structured way.  (e.g field type, puts searches in laymen’s terms and divides between qualitative and quantitative.

Simplifies difficult concepts 
Working env.  Uses other DBs.  Therefore this DB. is not experienced in external context v. often and thus does not or cannot be taught as example in external env.
Very good.  Is easy to use and flat file in nature, which is like to be used in daily use and where data is limited by need of use.  Can be compared to personal organiser.
Is not transferable.  
Yes – very good for basics, but not for relational DBs.  Good for theory ie. Concepts of why and how to use DB and data types used – Only from a flat file point of view.
Yes – it enables them to grasp and master the basic concepts.  There is a limit on this level of capability.

Access
Later learning in DB ie. Relational DBs  more sophisticated searches and validation checks.  
Yes – used in every day life in most organisations.  Even where it’s not, it’s relationship DB aspect is common in other vocational DBs.
Yes in working environment’s daily use, but not from a personal/ small business point of view.
Very flexible and can be used in all office packages and provides same software skills used in these and most other DBs
Does not teach concepts.  Assumes you know what these are and apply these to more sophisticated uses of extensive DBs ie. MIS/intelligence System.
Access does at a higher level and is comparatively limitless.
