At desk – listening and answering questions

Listening Only – given opportunity to ask questions at end of explanation

Very interactive with teacher running through the process in Publisher and large screen at front of class

Children start work on workstations:

Open Publisher

Create blank web page

Insert title

Insert text

Insert hyperlink

Insert Picture

Format/colour/size etc

For smart pupils – suggest they look in “Help” and create hotspots on image


Remind children what they did last week - ask

Explain Objectives of session – discuss concept of hyperlink

Do demo asking class to shout out instructions i.e. “I want to insert some text where shall I put the mouse”

Supervising and visiting students or groups and helping out.

If teacher notices that everyone having a problem with one issue, then takes control and runs through problem “on the board”

Bring class to an end, recap on objectives and aim. 

Assess childrens work.
