Lesson no _1_ in a sequence of _4_ lessons
Aim

To analyse the effectiveness of using ICT for exchanging and sharing information by generating profiles of individuals from standardised questions, and attempting to correlate these profiles with peers.  

This will be done by using ICT and telecommunication in conjunction with another school to develop profiles of individuals at each other’s schools. These profiles will then be anonymously exchanged and pupils will attempt to match said profiles with individuals in their class. 

Learning Objectives

All:  Pupils should know why global communication is important. Pupils must decide on a topic for their group to find out about from the other class. 

Most:  Pupils should know the importance of security within email and chat. (See disclaimer of chat rooms). This will be evident in their homework.  
Some: They should know how audience affects the content of emails and show this in their homework.

Key Questions

Why is global communication important? What 4 areas do we want to find out about from our epals? What are the dos and don’ts of email/ chat? How should our questions be phrased – relate to audience?

	Enter classroom. Computers are not needed yet, so are told not to log on. 

Seated listening

Q & A session on global communication. 

Placed in 4 groups by teacher, group must agree on topic they wish to find out about from other class. Group must stick to topic


Discuss group topics – why chosen? 


Q & A session on “netiquette” – email security

Seated listening

Take down HW
	Take register. Make sure no pupils have logged on.

Brief intro to the lesson – Blind Date idea. Allocate ID to each pupil pre-defined by classroom exchange SW. 

Place students in mixed ability groups (4) to decide on topic. 

Class must agree (with some direction from teacher) on 4 topics e.g. music, favourite film etc.

	Differentiation - alternative activities


	This set of lessons takes the form of a block Core upto lesson 3, with alternative extensions in lesson 4. For minor differentiation within this lesson, mixed ability groups will ensure that lower ability pupils keep up, and higher ability pupils will be able to offer help. Faster pupils could start homework.
