Lesson no 2 in a sequence of 4 lessons
Aim

To analyse the effectiveness of using ICT for exchanging and sharing information by generating profiles of individuals from standardised questions, and attempting to correlate these profiles with peers.

This will be done by using ICT and telecommunication in conjunction with another school to develop profiles of individuals at each other’s school. These profiles will then be anonymously exchanged and pupils will attempt to match said profiles with individuals in their class.

Learning Objectives

All: To understand what type of questions are appropriate to ask and not to ask in this type of situation.

Most: To understand the type of information they are looking for and from this what they can learn about a person.

Some: To understand that the information they obtain may actually not be correct and in fact could be totally made up. Students have to look at how good is this source as an appropriate way of obtaining information.

	Pupils to come in to the room quickly sit down and listen to the teacher as he/she recaps on what has happened so far and what he/she would like to see by the end of the lesson today.

In the same groups from last week, discuss what questions need to be asked and then come up with a final list of 5 questions that will be asked.

Log on to the computer and obtain the required information from the students at the other school using the 5 questions that have been set. Also answer the 5 questions that are asked about them.

Log off computer and listen to teacher as he/she set the homework. 
	After taking register Recap on lesson 1 and remind students about security handout from last week. Also tell them what is going to happen in today class

To go around the group and see how they are doing and assist any group that needs help.

Tell pupils, they now have to log on and obtain the required information from the students of the other school. Assist any pupils that need help.

Get pupils to log off the computers and listen as I set the homework.
