Lesson no _4_ in a sequence of _4_ lessons
Aim

To analyse the effectiveness of using ICT for exchanging and sharing information by generating profiles of individuals from standardised questions, and attempting to correlate these profiles with peers. 

This will be done by using ICT and telecommunication in conjunction with another school to develop profiles of individuals at each other’s schools. These profiles will then be anonymously exchanged and pupils will attempt to match said profiles with individuals in their class.

Learning Objectives

All: To be able to analyse information and compare it to existing data. This is to be done by examining a profile and trying to work out whom in the class it is.

Some: To evaluate their work from previous classes in light of outcomes, and look at methods of improvement. 6a) and 7f) for more advanced work.


To evaluate modes of data exchange and look at advantages and disadvantages of each. 7b).


To be able to look at the needs of the audience when presenting work, and to plan their method of presentation accordingly. 7a)

Key Questions 1

What information do we use to recognise people’s personality? What information would you need to know about someone to recognise them? 

Key Questions 2

	How many of you felt you had enough information to work out who was being described? What other details would have helped? How would you restructure the questions if you were to do this again? How else could you present your findings to take account of the needs of the audience.
