Aim

To plan the mobile phone questionnaire, taking in to account: data to be collected (answers/response), different question types and organising such question types to systematically collect timely and accurate data.

Learning Objectives

All:  Will understand the need to plan their questionnaire.  They will use the data identified in class to decide upon which question types they will use and hypothesize response.

Most:  As above and they will demonstrate a sense of prioritisation/ordering of questions and explain why.  Accuracy checks will be explained in so far as spelling & typos are concerned.

Some:  As above and will add further questions and prioritise all.  They will explain their reasons for this and its use for checking accuracy.  Accuracy checks will be described in greater depth –e.g. answ is given, answ is narrowed down to only one possible etc..
