Learning objectives.

1) Understand coherent planning and structure techniques necessary to produce a Powerpoint presentation

2) Have a good basic level knowledge of the Powerpoint software ie. Be able to produce a basic presentation unassisted.

3) Have an awareness of the diverse needs of different audiences.

Differentiation.

All students should produce a (3 page) presentation.

Most students will make good use of backgrounds and transitions.

Some students will embed graphics (.gif or .jpg), audio (.wav) or video ( .mpg).

Criteria.:- consider the following when arriving at your mark out of ten for each category.

A)
Its impact on you.

B) Overall appearance.

C) Whether you found the presentation interesting or not.

Name.
Content relevancy.
Did the pro-forma fit the audience criteria.
Was the design appropriate for the subject.
Information content:- 

too much or too little.
Three things that impressed.
Three things that could be improved.
Total marks out of 60.
Single lasting impression.
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Note. 'Single lasting impression' is not scored but will be matched against the authors 'single most important message'.
